●While Mt. Tsurumi and Mt. Yufu have been dormant for well over a thousand years, we have prepared
   this map to reinforce the city's disaster prevention measures in case of emergency.

●The map identifies anticipated affected areas in case that those volcanoes erupt.
   (Judging from the history, it will be highly improbable for both Mt. Tsurumi and Mt. Yufu to erupt at the
   same time.)

It is supposed by the biggest scale of a volcanic eruption of
the past two thousand years.

Prediction based on informatin from other volcanoes

Avalanches caused by rain after volcanic ash accumulates
on the slope are predicted.
